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GENERAL

The University of Hong Kong Foundation for Educational
Development and Research (the “Foundation”) was incorporated
on 7 March 1995 under the Hong Kong Companies Ordinance
as a company limited by guarantee. The principal activity of the
Foundation is that of fund-raising to enhance The University
of Hong Kong's standard of excellence in both teaching and
research.

Under the provisions of the Foundation’s Articles of Association,
every member shall, in the event of the Foundation being wound
up, contribute to the assets of the Foundation to the extent of
HK$100 as may be required. At 30 June 2024, the Foundation had
4,341 members.

The address of its registered office is G/F., Hung Hing Ying
Building, The University of Hong Kong, Pokfulam Road, Hong
Kong.

MATERIAL ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The material accounting policies applied in the preparation of the
financial statements of the Foundation are set out below. These
policies have been consistently applied to all the years presented,
unless otherwise stated.

a) Basis of preparation
The financial statements of the Foundation have been
prepared in accordance with Hong Kong Financial
Reporting Standards (“HKFRS”) issued by the Hong Kong
Institute of Certified Public Accountants (“HKICPA").

The financial statements have been prepared on a going
concern basis and under the historical cost convention,
as modified by the revaluation of donated property and
financial assets at fair value through profit or loss.

Donated property

Donated property is an investment property held for long-
term rental yields and is not occupied by the Foundation.
Investment property is carried at fair value, representing
estimated open market value determined at each reporting
date by the Directors with reference to independent
qualified valuer’s valuation. The market value of the
donated property is derived using the income capitalisation
method. Changes in fair values are recorded in the
statement of comprehensive income.

Subsequent expenditure is charged to the asset’s
carrying amount only when it is probable that future
economic benefits associated with the item will flow to
the Foundation and the cost of the item can be measured
reliably. All other repairs and maintenance costs are
expensed in the statement of comprehensive income
during the financial period in which they are incurred.

Financial assets

i) Classification
The Foundation classifies its financial investments
and other financial assets either those to be measured
subsequently at fair value through profit or loss,
or those to be measured at amortised cost. The
classification depends on the Foundation’s business
model for managing the financial investments and
other financial assets and the contractual terms of the
cash flows.

A financial asset or a group of financial assets is
impaired and impairment losses are incurred only if
there is objective evidence of impairment as a result
of one or more events that occurred after the initial
recognition of the asset (a “loss event”) and that loss
event (or events) has an impact on the estimated
future cash flows of the financial asset or group of
financial assets that can be reliably estimated.

Evidence of impairment may include indications that

Where there are a number of similar obligations, the
likelihood that an outflow will be required in settlement
is determined by considering the class of obligations as a
whole.

Items included in the financial statements of the
Foundation are measured using the currency of
the primary economic environment in which the
Foundation operates (“the functional currency”).
The financial statements are presented in Hong
Kong dollars (“HK dollar”), which is the Foundation’s
functional and presentation currency.

ii)  Transactions and balances
Foreign currency transactions are translated into
the functional currency using the exchange rates
prevailing at the dates of the transactions or valuation
where items are re-measured.

General fund

The general fund represents a capital fund which
is maintained for the long-term growth of the
Foundation. The income generated from the capital
fund will be used to support the Foundation’s
activities. The general fund is not distributable to
members.

Operating reserve

The operating reserve represents restricted funds
that are expected to be allocated to The University
of Hong Kong for educational development and
research activities in the short to medium term. The
operating reserve is not distributable to members.

The Foundation’s activities expose it to a variety of financial

risks: market risk (including foreign exchange risk, price

risk and interest rate risk), credit risk and liquidity risk. The

Foundation’s overall risk management programme focuses

on controlling the impact arising from unpredictability of

financial markets and seeks to minimise potential adverse

effects on the Foundation’s financial performance.

Market Risk

Market risk represents the risk that the value of
financial assets will decrease as a result of movements
in market variables such as stock prices, interest
rates and foreign exchange rates. The Foundation
is exposed to market risk mainly through the
investments it holds. The Foundation’s investments
mainly comprise equities, debt securities, pooled
funds and time deposits.

The investment principle of the Foundation is to
invest prudently in order to preserve capital and
achieve optimal risk diversification while generating
the required return and liquidity. The Foundation
employs reputable third party investment managers
to manage a proportion of its investments. Other
financial assets are managed by the Foundation.

(1) Foreign exchange risk

Foreign exchange risk represents the risk that
the value of financial assets will decrease as a
result of falling foreign exchange rates against
the Hong Kong dollar. For overseas investments,
a significant portion is denominated in the
United States dollar to which the Hong Kong
dollar is pegged. The exposure arising from the
United States dollar is not significant.

The Foundation’s financial assets includes
financial investments at amortised cost,
financial assets at fair value through profit
or loss, interest and other receivables, bank
deposits and cash and cash equivalents. The
Foundation does not have material financial
liabilities denominated in foreign currency and
considers the related foreign exchange risk
immaterial.

Price risk

Price risk represents the risk that the value of
investments will decrease as a result of falling
market prices. The Foundation is exposed to
equity and fund price risk. Equity and fund
price risk is managed by diversification of
investments through asset allocation limits for
different markets, sectors and individual stocks.
A small portion of equities are authorised to be
invested in emerging markets. The exposures to
key markets are represented by the exposures
to local and foreign currencies listed above.
Short selling in equity securities is not allowed.

At 30 June 2024, if the prices of the respective
equity and fund investments had been 10%
higher/lower, with all other variables held
constant, the Foundation’s surplus for the
year would have increased/decreased by
approximately HK$53 million (2023: decreased/
increased the Foundation’s deficit by
approximately HK$44 million).

The Foundation is not exposed to commodity
price risk.

Interest rate risk

Interest rate risk is the risk that the value
and future cash flows of interest bearing
instruments will decrease as a result of change
in interest rate. The Foundation invests a
substantial amount of fixed rate debt securities
and bank deposits. The Foundation's interest
income and operating cash flows vary with
changes in market interest rates.

The Foundation’s interest rate risk arises
primarily from debt securities and bank
deposits. Bank deposits expose the Foundation
to cash flow interest rate risk. Interest income
will decrease as a result of a decrease in deposit
interest rate. Fixed rate debt securities expose
the Foundation to fair value interest rate risk.
Value of fixed rate debt securities will drop
when market interest rates increase.

The Foundation manages its cash flow interest
rate risk and fair value interest rate risk by
maintaining an appropriate mix of fixed rate
debt securities and bank deposits.

At 30 June 2024, it is estimated that a general
increase/decrease of 50 basis points in bank
deposit interest rate, with all other variables
held constant, would have increased/
decreased the Foundation’s surplus for the
year by approximately HK$0.1 million (2023:
decreased/increased the Foundation’s deficit
by approximately HK$0.5 million). This analysis
has been determined assuming that the change
in interest rates had occurred at the end of each
reporting period and had been applied to the
bank deposits in existence at that date, with an
assumption that fixed term instruments which
expire during the next reporting period will be
rolled over at the expiry of that term at the new
market rate.

Credit risk

The Foundation’s exposure to credit risk is
represented by the carrying value of bank deposits,
interest and other receivables, and debt securities.

The exposure limits to financial institutions are set
according to the deposits base, capital base and
the credit rating of the institutions. The credit risk
on liquid funds and financial instruments is limited
because the counterparties have good credit standing
and there is no concentration in any particular bank.
All financial investments at amortised cost are of

investment grade.

The maximum exposure to credit risk is represented
by the carrying amount of each financial asset in the
statement of financial position.

The Foundation has three types of financial
assets that are subject to the expected credit loss
model, including bank deposits, interest and other
receivables and debt investments carried at amortised
cost. While cash and bank balances are also subject to
the impairment requirements of HKFRS 9, the credit
risk on cash and bank balances are limited because
the counterparties are banks with high credit rating
and any identified impairment loss was immaterial.

Debt Investments

All of the Foundation’s debt investments at amortised
cost are considered to have low credit risk, and
the loss allowance recognised during the year was
therefore limited to 12 months expected losses.
Management consider ‘low credit risk’ for most of the
listed bonds with an investment grade credit rating
with at least one major rating agency.

Liquidity risk

Prudent liquidity risk management implies
maintaining sufficient cash, ensuring availability
of funding through an adequate amount of bank
balances and cash and marketable securities.

Financial liabilities which are expected to mature
within one year have been classified under current
liabilities. For financial liabilities with expected
maturity over one year, they are classified as non-
current liabilities and the maturity of the main items
have been detailed in the notes to accounts.
