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Multime dia podium  
Advanced Features 
Depending on the context of your course, you may need more advanced features  of the 
classroom podium. This guide will discuss these features in detail. However, if your course 
needs go beyond the information provided here, please do not hesitate to contact the TLSS 
team for personalized assistance.  

 

 
1. Selecting a source 

The podium allows you to share information through a variety of sources. The most commonly used is the 
podium computer. This source allows you to easily share a PowerPoint slideshow (or any other form of 
document), a web page, a video that is available via the web, etc.   
 
Depending on the context and requirements of your course, you may need to use an alternative source. For 
example, if you want to show a physical object (book, document, or artifact) to your students, the document 
camera might be your preferred source. To activate a new source, simply touch the relevant icon on the screen 
and, after a few seconds, the content will be displayed on the main classroom screen. 
 
In addition, you may want to use your own computer (rather than the podium computer). For example, if you 
have software, applications or media files needed for your course that are not transferable or accessible via the 
podium computer. Using an HDMI cable, you can connect your personal laptop to the podium. Once 
connected, select the laptop icon on the screen to begin sharing your personal computer. 
 
Finally, you can also use the new wireless podium connection option. To activate this source, you will first need 
to download the Crestroni application to your device. Once installed, you will need to connect your device by 
entering the random code generated on the podium screen. This option allows you to connect a laptop, tablet 
or smartphone to the podium. 
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
