Introduction

Congratulations on your admittion to the University of Tsukuba.

We are the School Festival Executive Committee of the University of Tsukuba. We are an organisation
that runs the university festival on a student-led basis.

The school festival is one of Japan's distinctive events. Most school festivals are held on school premises
and are organised university-wide, also serving as a form of school publicity.

The University of Tsukuba's festival is called the ‘Sohosai’ (#154%) . In 2025, it will be held over three
days: a pre-festival event on Saturday 1st November, followed by the main festival on Sunday 2nd and
Monday 3rd November. It will take place in Art and Physical Area and Areas 1 to 3. Admission is free
throughout the three days.Various events are held during the festival.Stage events will feature student bands,
dance performances, and more on three stages set up across campus. Viewing is generally free. However,
some events may require a ticket depending on the viewing location (please check the pamphlet sold on the
day or enquire with committee members for details).

Additionally, participatory events, student research presentations, and food stalls will be held in outdoor
tents and classrooms across various buildings. Food stalls offer a wide range of dishes, from Japanese foods
such as okonomiyaki to international fare like piroshki. Please note that some events, particularly those selling
food, require separate payment.

Sohosai is a hugely popular event involving the entire university community, attracting approximately

30,000 visitors in 2024. The organising committee warmly welcomes your attendance.

What is School Festival Student Contribution?

This is the translation of "GakuensaiGakuseibuntankin" (3B E 5B E). Based on the “Agreement
Concerning the School Festival”( FE2EI&RICEId 2 HEH 1 ) established by the University-wide student
representatives' organisation (255 ¥ - HFIFH - REFEBAREFSM), the Student Festival
Executive Committee requests all students to pay this contribution to ensure the festival is a university-wide

event.




The contributions are not officially collected by the university, nor is it compulsory. However, as
mentioned above, hosting a large-scale festival that all students, including you, can enjoy offers significant
costs, such as stage construction, purchasing hygiene supplies, and advertising expenses. The fact that the
contributions constituted 37% of the Committee's income for the 2024 fiscal year illustrates its considerable
importance.

Therefore, to ensure all students can enjoy the School Festival without distinction, we kindly request your

cooperation with the contributions. Your support is invaluable for the festival's success.

Amount of Contributions

The amount of contribution is locked in ¥600 per year of intended enrolment. To reduce the burden on the
Committee, we kindly request that you pay the total amount (e.g., ¥2,400 for four years) for your intended
years of enrolment in a single lump sum when making your payment. Should you pay by bank transfer, please

note that you will be responsible for covering any transfer fees incurred.

Privacy Policy

1. (Personal Information to be Collected)

When receiving the contributions, the following information will be collected from the payer:

1. Name
a. College or Program of enrolment
b. Student ID number
c. University-issued email address (one inferable from the student ID number)

(For bank transfer payments)

d. Personal email address
e. Name of transfer originator
f. Other account details (code, number, etc.)

2. (Purpose of Use)

The purpose of use is as follows:

a. To manage individual payment statuses for the contributions and to use for
payment reminders to those who haven't yet paid when participating in school festival
organisations.

b. To search for circumstances and take various actions, such as refunds, when

errors occur during receiving the contributionss.

3. (Data Handling and Disposal)

The original electronic data recording details of payment shall be kept in a state where only
members of the Financial Department of the Committee can view it. Ledgers recording details of
payment shall similarly be accessible only to the department staff and shall be stored securely. These
payment records shall be retained for six years in accordance with the purpose of use. After six years,
both electronic data and ledgers shall be appropriately destroyed using methods preventing recovery.
Any secondary data containing personal information created from these originals shall be

appropriately destroyed once its use is complete.

4. (Shared Use of Data within the Committee)

Data containing personal information may be provided to other departments within the Committee
solely for the purpose of technical outsourcing. In such cases, the data provided shall be processed to
prevent linking affiliations and student ID numbers to names.

5. (Provision of Data to Third Parties)

Personal information shall not be provided to third parties without consent, except in the
following circumstances:
a. When enquiring with the leader or deputy leader of a festival participating project
regarding whether project members have paid their contributions.
b. When required by law.

c. When there is an urgent request from a university organisation.

For any questions, uncertainties, or other enquiries regarding our committee's handling of personal
information, please contact us via the details provided under ‘Contact Information’ at the bottom of

this page.

Notes

Any school festival organization to which a person who has not paid the contribution belongs may be

banned from participating in a school festival organization for that year only. However, this does not prevent

individuals who have not paid the contributions from entering or viewing the school festival.
