In addition, TTC offers internship programs to CHSS’s 
students, where they have the opportunity to work 
under the supervision of highly qualified professionals.

Student Internship Program.

The center’s translation and interpreting training 
and services are provided by a highly qualified team 
of professionals. In addition to offering translation, 
interpreting, and audiovisual translation services, 
TTC delivers professional development workshops 
to a wide community of translation professionals 
and communicators. Due to its wide range of offerings, 
TTC engages and collaborates with various entities 
within Qatar, including ministries, museums, and 
educational institutes and regionally, where some 
prominent GGC entities train their staff within TTC.

The Language Center (LC) was established in 2012. 
It offers language training in twelve languages: Arabic, 
English, French, Spanish, German, Italian, Japanese, 
Korean, Mandarin, Portuguese, Russian, and Turkish 
for adults and youth. Classes are offered to both 
individuals and organizations in Qatar. LC provides 
quality multi-level classes to enable its students to 
fully utilize these languages in their professional and/
or everyday activities. Since LC’s creation, more than 
19,000 students of different ages have graduated 
across the different languages.

Learning a language in its cultural context is also 
an integral part of the center’s teaching philosophy. 
Therefore, the center organizes cultural and 
educational events throughout the year to expose 
students to the cultures of the languages they are 
learning, working closely with foreign embassies 
in Qatar, as well as international language and 
cultural institutions.

Furthermore, LC provides internationally certified 
language assessment for German and French.

(reading), oral expression (speaking) and written 
expression (writing).

Acquiring language in its cultural context is also  
an integral part of the center’s teaching philosophy. 
The center organizes a program of cultural events 
to expose students to the cultures of the languages 
they are learning and works closely with foreign 
embassies in Qatar, as well as international 
language and cultural institutions. 

In addition to adult language programs, LC offers  
a range of language programs for children and 
teenagers in Arabic, French, German, Mandarin 
Chinese, Portuguese, Spanish, and Italian. During 
classes, children will learn to understand and 
express themselves in the language of choice, 
taking an exciting journey into the culture, where 
they will practice through well-structured lessons 
and diverse activities such as songs, games, crafts, 
music, drama, and art.

The Doctor of Philosophy (PhD) in Humanities and Social Sciences is the first degree of its kind in Qatar, and one 
of the few in the world. The program provides students with the philosophical and methodological grounding to 
design and tailor their own interdisciplinary research project while specializing through a dissertation.

Students will draw from a standard curriculum to gain 
skills in interdisciplinary research, yet graduate with a 
PhD in a field that will offer them substantial employment 
opportunities. Aligned with the objectives of the Qatar 
National Vision 2030, the program equips its students 
with personal and professional skills to ensure all 
graduates are prepared to work globally, with strong 
sustainability values and connections to the community.

The Department of Language, Culture and Communication

The MA in Intercultural Communication (MAICC) program is the first degree of its kind in Qatar.

Students in this program will engage in research, 
education, and outreach to understand the challenges 
of today’s changing intercultural settings in Qatar 
and worldwide.

The program aims to prepare graduates and 
researchers to explore new research in a relatively 
new discipline and to lead and manage transformative 
changes in Qatar and globally. It will operate as a 
research-driven interdisciplinary program with the 
aim of proposing sustainable solutions for effective 
intercultural communication in today’s and tomorrow’s 
Qatar. The program will offer courses on intercultural 
communication across settings and market sectors 
geared towards achieving effective intercultural 
communication in an inclusive and accessible 
society. Additionally, research in the intercultural 
communication field will generate sociopolitical, 

institutional, and technological innovation to drive 
societies towards greater intercultural dialogue and 
social justice. 

Graduates of the program are equipped to:

of the main theoretical approaches of intercultural 
communication and of relevant fields in the 
humanities and the social sciences for the 
creation of original research.
