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Applying for a short course

To apply for a short course offered in Linguistics and English Language, you need to create a user account to
make your application.

1. Go to the webpage Applying for postgraduate study at Lancaster.

2. Read the application information in the sections Before you apply and Applications for 2026 entry.
If you are applying for a short course in the academic year 2025/26 — i.e., October 2025 to July 2026 —
this information also applies to you. When you apply, as well as submitting an application, you are
strongly recommended to contact us directly by email (see below). Information on the university’s
application pages is now focused on applications for academic year 2026/27, but it is still possible to
apply for the short courses starting before June 2026.

3. Click Create an account and complete your details.
For Academic Level, select as your chosen level of study Postgraduate Taught (e.g. MA, MSc, LLM).
