Students acquire knowledge — on the
basis of selected ethnographies and texts — of the fundamental approaches
of anthropological theory and are well-informed about the current critical
engagements with them. The course focuses on the five main thematic foci
of the Master Anthropology: ritual and religion; media anthropology; gift
exchange and economic anthropology; philosophy for anthropologists; human-
environment relationships. This also includes addressing ethical dimensions
inherent in ethnographical research. The seminar accompanies the Institute’s
colloquium, as series of talks by scholars from Heidelberg and elsewhere,
which students prepare for and attend. The talks are biweekly during the
teaching term, on Tuesdays from 5.00 pm to 7.00 pm.

This course will explore the intersection between contemporary forms of

labor migration and the changing face of modern cities. It focuses on three
major world regions — Southeast Asia, the Middle East, and Europe — which
are connected by distinct labor migration regimes and marked by particular
histories of globalized urbanization. In each of these regions, urbanization and
labor migration form interconnected and co-dependent processes, demanding
a careful consideration of the ways in which they are related. Doing so, this
course will combine readings concerning globalization, urban change, and
contemporary forms of labor migration to chart the dynamics and frictions
resulting from these processes.

Inhalt Fishing has been one of the most fundamental means by which humans

have secured their sustenance. At the same time, practices of fishing
—particularly recreational angling—open a window onto the complex
relationships between humans and non-human species. This seminar begins
by approaching recreational fishing interdisciplinarily in order to establish a
shared understanding of what is at stake when we talk about angling. We
will discuss the history of recreational fishing, paying attention to its social
and cultural transformations, and consider the role of fish as an important
source of cheap food in earlier periods. We will also examine how gender
has shaped and continues to shape practices and discourses around angling.
Building on this background, the seminar then turns to the conceptual and
methodological debates within multispecies anthropology. We will read
scientific and ethnographic studies of fishing and explore how they may be
reinterpreted through an interspecies lens: What does it mean to consider
fish as agents or interlocutors? How do fishing practices mediate encounters
between human cultural worlds and aquatic ecologies? In the final part

of the seminar, we will critically discuss whether angling—especially in

its recreational form—can be understood as a fertile field of ethnographic
inquiry. By doing so, we will explore the contributions that environmental and
multispecies anthropology can make to the study of human—animal relations

Learning Objectives  Gain familiarity with key debates in multispecies and environmental

Lernziele anthropology. « Critically assess the cultural, ecological, and ethical
dimensions of fishing practices. ¢ Explore the methodological challenges and
opportunities of interspecies ethnography. ¢« Evaluate the potential of angling
as a field for anthropological research. On a theoretical level, the module
prepares students for the writing of their MA thesis and allows them to build
regional and thematic expertise. Students have learned to describe, explain
and analyze inter- and transdisciplinary processes, reflect on them from an
anthropological perspective, and apply them to regional case studies. In
addition, they are able to identify, analyze, explain and critically discuss the
Eurocentric foundations of seemingly ‘universal’ theories in the humanities and
social sciences. Depending on their interests, students have increased their
theoretical and regional knowledge to a degree that allows them to situate
their own interests within a broader disciplinary context. Furthermore, they
are able to process and analyze complex theoretical contributions from the
social sciences and relate them to their own regional foci. They are capable of
working independently to frame their chosen research foci academically and
