e Maximum credit hours listed are hours completed at the time of application. All courses completed, regardless of degree applicability, are
considered including transcripted credit by exam hours.

e Transfer applicants should have no more than 60 hours completed at the time of application.

e Applicants cannot select which hours are transferable, or opt to exclude completed hours, and all hours will be factored when calculating
maximum transferable hours.

e The Department of History will accept AP/IB and dual credit coursework when applicable. DO NOT retake classes for which you have
AP/IB/Dual Credit. If you are unsure how your credit may be applied to the degree plan, contact an advisor for the department.
