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Planning and Governing Cites serves to provide students with the foundaton that allows for the three
liveability outcomes — compettve economy, sustainable environment, and high quality of life — to be
achieved. The course introduces students to how Singapore engages with urban challenges, addressing

the Integrated Master Planning © Developmentethodology and Dynamic Urban Governancesystems
within the Liveability Framework.

The issues that cites face is constantly evolving and the way in which we address them must evolve
alongside them. Singapore’s planning framework was developed in a context that difers from that of
today, where we now face novel, complex issues such as ageing populaton, climate change, and
environmental sustainability. How will we modify our approach in planning to address these issues?

Through this course, students will frst be introduced to the current planning system, at strategic, local,
and operatonal levels. Students will also understand how issues are typically addressed with a
guanttatve and policy framework. Students will then explore the linkages of city planning, urban
governance, and public policy implementaton, to create collaboratons between stakeholders to
address the gaps within our planning system and policy implementaton. Such an understanding is
crucial not only for current and future practtoners in city planning but also professionals in various
built environment industries such as real estate, architecture and engineering consultancies, building
and constructon, project development and management as well as urban policy formulaton and
implementaton.
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By the end of the course, students should be able to:

o Describe the principles, practces, and challenges central to the planning and development of
a liveable city.
Investgate macro planning issues and urban systems at a city level scale.
Understand the process of planning and governance from multple points of view, from
governmental agencies, non-governmental organisatons, civic society, and the general
public.

o Demonstrate an ability to gather data and publicly available evidence and analyse them with
diferent models for planning and policy implementaton.
Design policy and technical solutons underpinned by the urban systems approach.
Formulate and evaluate solutons through a good understanding of the principles of a
liveable city, key success factors in policy implementaton and the importance of public
partcipaton in urban governance.
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
